In the Zone — The Splash Zone

e Make sure sink splash zones do not contain any items which could become
contaminated from hand washing/water splash.

e Do not prepare medications near areas of splashing water (e.g. within 3 feet of a sink).
Outbreaks of infection have been associated with medications contaminated with tap
water.

e Mount a splash guard when work space is limited.
